Internationally known for his ‘’Matchstickmen’’ series, Wolfgang Stiller is a German 

artist, born in 1961, in Wiesbaden. His artworks encompass sculpture, drawing and 

installation, displaying a complicated but subtle interest in bodies and organisms, 

human and otherwise, via scale, subject and materiality. Between 1981 and 1984, Stiller 

studied communication design at the GHS Wuppertal and later he pursued his 

education in Fine Arts at the "Kunstakademie Düsseldorf". 

The artist travelled and worked in many countries, notably Turkey, the United States and 

China, where he lived for two years and worked as a guest professor at the New York 

University (Shangai Campus). He found inspiration there from the suppressive system of 

the Chinese government. Stiller actually started the ‘’Matchstickmen’’ series in China 

which resulted inall of them having Asian faces but the link between this work and 

China stops here as the artist likes to see this work more as a general commentary on 

society, about the waste of human resources and the impermanence of our human 

existence and not only as a critique of the Chinese system. Stiller is now based in Berlin, 

Germany. His work appears internationally in several renowned public and private 

collections.
